Red Poppies is a folk dance drama while Painted Face is
a classical dance drama. How did you select such
materials? How did you create stage productions out of
them?

I selected stories or novels that have a broad theme and are well
known to the audience. Whether to express them in the folk and
classical form depending on discussions with script writers or
authors.

After having grasped the main thrust of the novel Red Poppies.
choreographer and script writer jointly decided upon the
structure of the dramatic narrative, outlining the distinctive
characteristics of various roles. After that, I picked appropriate
narrative moments based on characteristics of body language,
creating different settings and dance sequences. These dances
fully demonstrate the power of body language. They also
delineate the relationships between various characters,
accentuating their distinctive personalities. That is how we
construct a clear narrative.

Painted Face was adapted to emphasize subtle emotions
ranging from resentment, hatred, jealousy, infatuation to
repentance, It is easy to see that the dance drama’s structure
follows the life of Xiaoxue, portraying characters and narrating
the story by tracing her emotional journey through many twists
and turns.

In terms of dance performance, what are the differences
between the Hong Kong Dance Company and dance
companies in China?

Actual dance movements might be similar—namely in the folk
dance genres—but they all have their distinct styles. The
difference is that the Hong Kong Dance Company produces
many dance dramas per season, presenting a few performances
for each production only Hong Kong. In China, dance
companies mount one dance drama per year, some even
mounting a single production every few years, but preparing
such with great precision and attention to details. Apart from
giving local performances, China’s dance companies tour to
different parts of the country as well as abroad. The Hong
Kong Dance Company enjoys a great reputation in Chinal it
