Director and Choreographer
Yang Yuntao
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Graduated from the Dance Faculty of Minzu University of China, Yang Yuntao is an accomplished dancer and choreographer. He joined
HKDance in 2002 as Principal Dancer and became the Company's Assistant Artistic Director from 2007. He has been its Artistic Director
since 2013.

Yang has choreographed for numerous dance companies. His award-winning choreography for HKDance includes: Spring Ritual-Eulogy,
winner of Outstanding Achievement in Production at the 15" Hong Kong Dance Awards in 2013 and presented in Beijing and Taipei in 2013;
The Legend of Mulan, winner of Outstanding Production and Outstanding Ensemble Performance at the 16" Hong Kong Dance Awards in 2014
and presented in New York, Sydney, London and Minsk in 2015, 2017 and 2019 respectively; Storm Clouds, winner of three awards including
Outstanding Achievement in Production at the 17" Hong Kong Dance Awards in 2015; The Butterfly Lovers, presented in Seoul in 2016;
L’Amour Immortel, winner of three awards at the 18" Hong Kong Dance Awards in 2016, presented in Beijing and Guangzhou in 2017, Taipei
in 2018, Shanghai and Hangzhou in 2019; Waiting Heart, winner of Outstanding Medium Venue Production at the 215 Hong Kong Dance
Awards in 2019; and Convergence, winner of Outstanding Online Production at the 23 Hong Kong Dance Awards in 2022. The top-notch
excerpt from Convergence, Whispers of the Pines, has also won the 13" China Dance Lotus Awards (Contemporary Dance) in 2023, which is
the most prestigious national awards for dancing in China.

Other works for HKDance include Romance of the Three Kingdoms, Voices and Dances of the Distant Land, Blanc in Reveries of the Red
Chamber, Chinese Hero: A Lone Exile, In the Beginning in Vipassana, Lady White of West Lake, Dance of Strings, Shan Shui: An Ode to Nature
and Nezha: Untold Solitude. Yang has also spearheaded a three-year interdisciplinary Research Study on Chinese Martial Arts and Chinese
Dance, and has continued with this endeavour since 2018.

Yang has won Hong Kong Dance Awards in 2003 and 2006 for his outstanding dance performance, and the Best Artist (Dance) at the Hong
Kong Arts Development Awards 2009. In 2023, Yang has been awarded the Medal of Honour by the Chief Executive of the Government of
HKSAR in recognition of his contributions to the dance sector, years of devotion in creating and promoting Chinese dance and nurturing dance
talents.
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Hong Kong Dance Company’s grand dance drama Kung Fu Artistry takes Bruce Lee as its creative archetype. Through art design and costume styling, it delves
deep into his distinctive martial philosophy and life wisdom. The core of Bruce Lee’s philosophy lies in pursuing a fusion of Eastern and Western aesthetics,
innovating tradition, and remaining unrestrained by any limitations. This idea is the very soul of Jeet Kune Do. Rooted in Wing Chun, Jeet Kune Do absorbs the Taoist
and Zen concept of “wu wei” (non-action) and Nietzsche’s idea of self-transcendence, emphasising “using no way as way, having no limitation as limitation”. It seeks
adaptability and combat readiness, transcending the constraints of different martial arts schools. Among Lee’s ideas, “formless like water” is central to his
philosophy, symbolising resilience, adaptability, and flow. Water has no fixed shape; it adjusts to every environment while maintaining an inner strength. This reminds
us to “empty your mind and not put limits on yourself”, learning to change according to the situation, just as water does. Water can softly permeate, and yet, when
necessary, is capable of powerful impact. This mirrors the aesthetics of J/iubai (the leaving of blank space) in Chinese ink wash painting, where the void gives life to
the solid, and the blank space creates infinite artistic conceptions, allowing the spectator’s mind to participate in the flow of all things.

The art and costume design of Kung Fu Artistry are founded on this very philosophy. Through contemporary stage visual language and digital technology, the design
abstractly recreates the landscape of Hong Kong in the 1960s and '70s, blending Eastern and Western aesthetic elements. The stage setting is inspired by the
fluidity of water, with dancers moving like flowing water through dynamic projections. They embody the coexistence of softness and resilience, overcoming obstacles
with grace while unleashing a powerful force, highlighting the boundless potential of “using no way as way”. Kung Fu Artistry is not just a visual spectacle: it is an
invitation for the audience to join the dancers in exploring the meaning of martial arts and dance in contemporary Hong Kong—to innovate tradition, embrace the
force of the formless, and engage in a profound dialogue with Bruce Lee’s philosophy, inspiring us all to move through life with the flexibility of water.

Man Lim-chung has been active in the film industry since he graduated from Hong Kong Polytechnic University with a bachelor’s degree in graphic design in 1991.
A highly regarded production designer and art director, Man won the Hong Kong Film Award for Best Art Direction and Best Costume & Makeup Design for works
such as Tempting Heart (1999), Our Time Will Come (2017), The Goiden Era (2014), and Project Gutenberg (2018). He also received multiple Asian Film Awards for
Best Costume Design and Golden Horse Award nominations.

Keep Rolling (2020), his directorial debut, opened both the 44" Hong Kong International Film Festival and the 16" Osaka Asian Film Festival. In 2021, he held his
first photography exhibition titled [Side] at SoHo Friends Studio. In 2023, he served as co-curator for Out of Thin Air: Hong Kong Film Arts & Costumes Exhibition.
He served as Chairman of the Hong Kong Film Arts Association from 2021 to 2025.
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All knowledge in the world ultimately leads to philosophy—for only
through contemplation and self-critique can one gain insight into
one’s surroundings and improve oneself.

Bruce Lee’s true greatness lies not merely in his accomplishments in
martial arts or his personal charisma. What truly fascinates me is his
ability to channel philosophical thinking into his martial arts spirit, even
developing his own personal philosophy.

This philosophical thought transcends disciplines and generations,

offering inspiration even to artists. Take jazz as an example: to embody

the essence of its most vital spirit—improvisation—one should not be confined by “schools” or “techniques.” Beyond daily practice, achieving musical “dialogue”
and “response” with fellow performers also requires this philosophical mindset. Through constant reflection and critique, the musician cultivates a clear mind,
allowing them to let go of all constraints on stage and respond instinctively to any move encountered.

The same philosophy holds true for dance, and music and dance are inseparable. Hence, we took Bruce Lee’s philosophical ideas as the starting point for
discussion during the creative process.

| sought to incorporate Bruce Lee’s spirit of integrating East and West into my composition. At the same time, | aimed to realise the improvisational essence of jazz
during live performance, where the dancers engage in a dialogue with me using their artistic language. This exchange holds special significance for me.

| am deeply grateful to Hong Kong Dance Company and Artistic Director Mr. Yang Yuntao for their trust and open-mindedness towards art, which allowed us to use music seldom
encountered in Chinese dance. It is because of their artistic courage and willingness to embrace change that this remarkable work could come into being.
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Patrick Lui is an award-winning pianist, composer, arranger, and producer. He has received the Marvin Hamlisch International Music Award (Jazz Composition), won
the Taichung Jazz Festival Piano Competition, and was a semi-finalist at the Bucharest International Jazz Competition. His jazz orchestra piece, Mirror Dance,
became the first jazz composition nominated for ‘Best Serious Composition’ at the CASH Golden Sail Music Awards.

Lui has performed his own jazz compositions alongside Alex Sipiagin, Will Vinson, Kyoto Composers Jazz Orchestra, and Taipei Jazz Orchestra. He has appeared
at major festivals including JENerations Jazz Festival (USA), EUROPAfest, Takatsuki Jazz Street Jazz Festival, Kanazawa Street Jazz Festival, Taichung Jazz Festival,
Clockenflap among others. A frequent collaborator at the Freespace Jazz Festival in WestK, Lui has served as music director for large-scale performances on its
main stage for six consecutive years. He is dedicated to promoting large-ensemble jazz through his jazz orchestra, working with artists such as Janice Vidal, MC
Yan and Eugene Pao.

His work as a co-producer with pop group RubberBand over the years has garnered them the prestigious ‘Aloum of The Year’, ‘Song of The Year’ awards, by
Commercial Radio Hong Kong, and the ‘Best Song’ award at the CASH Golden Sail Music Awards. In 2024, his jazz orchestra and RubberBand joined forces for a
special performance at the Freespace Jazz Festival, paying tribute to Hong Kong cinema through a fusion of pop and jazz.

In the same year, Lui's jazz orchestra was invited by the Jazz Education Network in the US to perform at their annual conference. They also presented a special
concert at the Yokohama International Performing Arts Meeting (YPAM), showcasing original works and jazz adaptations of Hong Kong film scores, in collaborations
with the Kyoto Composers Jazz Orchestra, Japanese jazz vocalist Shiho, and rapper Salty Jua.

Lui has contributed to the score for three feature films — The Bounty, This Is Not What | Expected, and Chasing The Dragon. Patrick’s debut big band album, Sonder
(2020), was recorded at New York’s renowned Systems Two Recording Studio and distributed by Sony music.

Dear Bruce Lee,

This letter may be somewhat difficult to follow, as it contains my personal observations and ways of thinking. In a
sense, it could be read as a set of creative and rehearsal notes. It’s not easy to capture precisely what I think and
feel--- yet I still wish to write it all down, so that you might know.

It was more than two years ago that the Artistic Director of Hong Kong Dance Company, Yang Yuntao, first
mentioned the idea of creating a work centred on Bruce Lee.

Bruce Lee. Yes, you. Your name echoed in the room—resonant, silent, vivid in memory. That was the beginning of
Kung Fu Artistry. In the two years that have followed, we have felt as though we’ve been on a magical journey
with you, right up until this moment, in this place.

You hold an inimitable image and charisma in the hearts of audiences and fans worldwide. Your life journey has
been portrayed in countless films and television works. So, which “you” should we portray on stage? The proud,
commanding Bruce Lee from the movies? The confident director on set? The instructor in the dojo? Or the tireless
figure training in a corner of the backyard?

“Do you know Bruce Lee?”

“Not really. Of course, we all know of him, but he feels very distant to me,” the director and choreographer
admitted honestly.

And so, we tried to enter the time tunnel of words, to rediscover “Bruce Lee” through a different door. Quietly
reading your notes, we felt an indescribable connection was formed.

We turned the pages of your letters—over 130 in total—beginning with one dated November 1958, reading line by
line until the very last letter, dated 20 July 1973. This tunnel of writing led us to a vast ocean. Your words
shimmered like morning light shimmering upon the sea; turning a page was like gazing into the dazzling moonlight
in the night sky. Lucid, profound, resilient, yet full of life. This is why we have chosen to bring your own words to
the stage—to allow everyone to step beyond the camera and enter your mind, to feel your thoughts, soul, and
emotions.

Only after establishing this connection did we step into the rehearsal room and begin training.

Over the past year, dancers of Hong Kong Dance Company have undergone training in Jeet Kune Do, karate,
nunchaku, and Wing Chun. One winter evening in January, at Jun Fan Jeet Kune Do (Hong Kong), tucked away in
a building in Jordan, the instructor explained the essence of Jeet Kune Do to the dancers in just three
adjectives—simple, direct, non-classical. “On-guard! Step, slide, push step, quick advance, straight, hook, side kick,
hook kick:--” These phrases echoed in the ears, until it felt as if, with just one step and one turn, the dancers would
step right into your Jun Fan Gung Fu Institute in Seattle’s Chinatown and meet you face to face. Through spring
and summer, autumn and winter, the dancers refined their skills through the body, sustained by willpower,
repeating the same movements, cultivating a kind of focus, a purity, a perfection, and a way of life.

I know you loved to dance the Cha-Cha, while our dancers are trained in Chinese dance. You practised martial
arts, but you also danced; they dance, and they also practise martial arts. How interesting. It is said that the
rhythm and tempo of dance inspired some of your moves. If you were quietly watching from the audience, would
you sense the delicate spacing, thythm, and speed between each gesture? Body and thought flow like water on
stage; between strength and softness, the strokes of your name leave their traces upon each dancer’s body. I'm sure
you would find it intriguing.

The ultimate purpose of studying various martial arts is not to perform them, but rather to contemplate, to
understand, to explore, and to realise oneself through the process of opening and learning about the body. You
once mentioned that philosophy took Jeet Kune Do into a new realm of martial art, and that Jeet Kune Do took
your acting career to a new level, showing you new horizons. I wonder, as we challenge our own limits, will we, too,
suddenly glimpse a new horizon along the way?

Oh yes, you must also be curious about who “portrays” you on stage. One is named Ong Tze Shen, and the other is
Huang Haiyun. They have both cut their hair like yours, often giving me the illusion that you are right there, at
the end of the corridor or around the corner of the dance company, spinning your nunchaku or leaving us with the
line, “Walk on!”

Fifty years have passed and we meet you again. As our figures interlace
with yours on the stage, what we present is not only Bruce Lee, but also
each and every unique dancer. After this brief encounter, what will
remain?

The director is here; I must go and watch the rehearsal. I'll write to you
again another day. Take care.

May peace and harmony always be with you and thank you to everyone
along the way.

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Dr. Lewis Luk is a distinguished Hong Kong martial artist and legal professional who began his
martial arts journey in 1974, deeply inspired by Bruce Lee. His primary martial art is Wing
Chun, and he was certified as an instructor by two legendary Grandmasters: Wong Shun
Leung and Ip Ching, both direct disciples of Ip Man. He served as Chairman of the Ving Tsun
Athletic Association in Hong Kong from 2004 to 2006, and is currently Supervisor and Advisor
of the association.

In 1997, Dr. Luk began studying Jeet Kune Do under Ted Wong, Bruce Lee’s senior student,
and was certified as a Jeet Kune Do instructor in 2000. He established Hong Kong'’s first Jun
Fan Jeet Kune Do (Hong Kong) with official approval from Linda Lee.

Dr. Luk also holds the Chinese Wushu Association’s eighth duan and has played a key role in
martial arts education, serving as Vice President of the Hong Kong, China Wushu Union and
supporting international and local martial arts development.

His lifelong dedication has made him a respected leader and ambassador for both Wing Chun
and Jeet Kune Do in Hong Kong and abroad.
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Playwright, dramaturg and director; founder of Theatre Invert. His plays Blast (2013) and The Red
Chamber in the Forest Sea (2014) were produced by the Hong Kong Arts Festival and both sold out;
Pride, produced by the Hong Kong Repertory Theatre, received the IATC(HK) Critics Awards
2019—Script/Playwright of the Year. Trained at The Hong Kong Academy for Performing Arts (MFA
in Drama, with Distinction), majoring in Playwriting under Poon Wai Sum.

Wang served as a resident artist in New York; in 2015 he received a full fellowship from the Asian
Cultural Council, and was invited to Yale University for exchange. In 2016, his play Stranger was
produced by the Shanghai Dramatic Arts Centre; in 2017 he joined the British CouncilxRoyal Court
Theatre new-writing scheme and created/directed Game Boy, later selected as a Special Invited
Programme at the 8" Wuzhen Theatre Festival.

In 2025, Wang wrote the large-scale period drama Tea-horse Road-Ballad of the Fallen Dragon,
produced by the China Federation of Literary and Art Circles Hong Kong Member Association.
