Established in 1981, Hong Kong Dance Company (HKDance) is committed to promoting Chinese dance with
contemporary artistic visions and Hong Kong character. Since its inception, HKDance has staged over two hundred
productions, many of which have been highly popular and critically acclaimed. Recent productions include The
Legend of Mulan, Red Poppies, Spring Ritual - Eulogy, The Butterfly Lovers, Storm Clouds, L’ Amour Immortel,
Dream of the Past: Ancient Chinese Court Dances, Reveries of the Red Chamber, Chinese Hero: A Lone Exile,
Vipassana, Lady White of West Lake, Tale of Three Cities, Waiting Heart, Liu Sanjie, Ode to the Silk Road, Dance
of Strings, A Tale of the Southern Sky, Mazu the Sea Goddess, The Moon Opera, Shan Shui: An Ode to Nature, Nine
Songs, Nezha: Untold Solitude, Myth of the Dancing Durumi, A Dance of Celestial Rhythms, After Snowfall, and
Convergence, a culmination of an interdisciplinary Research Study on Chinese Martial Arts and Chinese Dance. In
2023, the excerpt Whispers of the Pines from Convergence was recognised in the 13™ China Dance Lotus Awards
(Contemporary Dance), the most prestigious national dance awards in China.

As a cultural ambassador of Hong Kong, HKDance consistently showcases the city’s unique artistic style to the
world by touring to different cities across the globe, engaging local audiences, and encouraging cultural exchange. In
recent years, we have brought our award-winning productions to Lincoln Center in New York, The Kennedy Center
in Washington, D.C., Sony Centre in Toronto, The Concourse Theatre and Seymour Centre in Sydney, Southbank
. Centre in London, Belarusian State Academic Musical Theatre in Minsk, Arko Arts Theatre in Seoul, Askra Theatre

Whispers of the Pines

Drawing inspiration from the painting Six Gentlemen by the Yuan
Dynasty painter N1 Zan, the dance piece combines the power of martial
arts with the rhythm of the body, using martial arts and dance to
symbolise six tall trees and six noblemen, encapsulating the traditional
humanistic concept of "harmony in diversity".

How Farest Thou

Inspired by the famous letters to his friends by Wang Xizhi, the Sage of
Calligraphy. Dancers will lift the brush and ink sticks and use the art of
dance to trace the calligraphy. A sea of stirring thoughts rushes into a
single line - How farest thou? (How are you?)

Echoes - Pulses
Choreography: Zara Huang, Yang Yuntao

Drumbeats, heartbeats;
calm the mind, move in stillness.
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IMPRINTS selects seven excerpts from the company’s nearly ten-year journey,
leaving behind faint footprints amidst many large-scale productions. Along these
sparse yet determined steps, we catch glimpses of a unique landscape in the
company’s artistic path.

Rather than asking what defines the company's artistic style, one might ponder
the contemporary relevance of traditional dance; the relationship between dance,
drama, and music; and how the practice of martial arts and other traditional crafts
influences and inspires physical performance. I believe that the creation of art
begins with inquiry, and so does the act of performance.

In facing the audience, we also confront our present selves. Regardless of how
characters and emotions transform on stage, the essence arises from the body’s
focus and honesty. This is the beauty of dance; this is the artistic pursuit of the
Hong Kong Dance Company.

Artistic-Director of HKDance
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Graduated from the Dance Faculty of Minzu University of China,
Yang Yuntao is an accomplished dancer and choreographer. He joined
HKDance in 2002 as Principal Dancer and became the Company's
Assistant Artistic Director from 2007. He has been its Artistic Director
since 2013.

Yang has choreographed for numerous dance companies. His award-
winning choreography for HKDance includes: Spring Ritual-Eulogy,
winner of Outstanding Achievement in Production at the 15" Hong
Kong Dance Awards in 2013 and presented in Beijing and Taipei in
2013; The Legend of Mulan, winner of Outstanding Production and
Outstanding Ensemble Performance at the 16 Hong Kong Dance
Awards in 2014 and presented in New York, Sydney, London and
Minsk in 2015, 2017 and 2019 respectively; Storm Clouds, winner
of three awards including Outstanding Achievement in Production
at the 17 Hong Kong Dance Awards in 2015; The Butterfly Lovers,
presented in Seoul in 2016; L’Amour Immortel, winner of three awards
at the 18 Hong Kong Dance Awards in 2016, presented in Beijing and
Guangzhou in 2017, Taipei in 2018, Shanghai and Hangzhou in 2019;
Waiting Heart, winner of Outstanding Medium Venue Production at the
21" Hong Kong Dance Awards in 2019; and Convergence, winner of
Outstanding Online Production at the 234 Hong Kong Dance Awards
in 2022. The top-notch excerpt from Convergence, Whispers of the
Pines, has also won the 13" China Dance Lotus Awards (Contemporary
Dance) in 2023, which is the most prestigious national awards for
dancing in China.

Other works for HKDance include Romance of the Three Kingdoms,
Voices and Dances of the Distant Land, Blanc in Reveries of the Red
Chamber, Chinese Hero: A Lone Exile, In the Beginning in Vipassana,
Lady White of West Lake, Dance of Strings, Shan Shui: An Ode to
Nature and Nezha: Untold Solitude. Yang has also spearheaded a three-
year interdisciplinary Research Study on Chinese Martial Arts and
Chinese Dance, and has continued with this endeavour since 2018.

Yang has won Hong Kong Dance Awards in 2003 and 2006 for his
outstanding dance performance, and the Best Artist (Dance) at the
Hong Kong Arts Development Awards 2009. In 2023, Yang has
been awarded the Medal of Honour by the Chief Executive of the
Government of HKSAR in recognition of his contributions to the dance
sector, years of devotion in creating and promoting Chinese dance and
nurturing dance talents.
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Helen Lai is one of Hong Kong’s foremost choreographers; her
works were featured at Hong Kong City Hall in 1977 and 1978.
She joined City Contemporary Dance Company (CCDC) in 1979,
holding the posts of Artistic Director from 1985 to 1989 and
Resident Choreographer from 1991 to 2011. Lai has choreographed
for many local performing arts companies including Hong Kong
Dance Company, Hong Kong Repertory Theatre, Hong Kong Ballet,
DanceArt and Y-Space as well as for stage, film and television
productions. She frequently collaborates with overseas companies,
including Cloud Gate Dance Theater and Crossover Dance Company
in Taipei; Contempodanza and Ballet Estudio in Mexico City;
Guangdong Experimental Modern Dance Company; and Singapore
Dance Theatre.

Lai’s major works include Nine Songs, The Rite of Spring, Invisible
Cities, Loose Pages from a Woman's Diary, Revolutionary Pekinese
Opera (Millennium Mix), In the Beginning, Plaza X, The Tragedy
of Mr O, The Comedy of K, Testimony, HerStory and Tales of Two
Cities - Hong Kong - Shanghai - Eileen Chang, Soledad, The Island
Whispers..., While the Dream Unfolds and Winterreise. She also
worked as director for the chamber opera Heart of Coral and as
director/ choreographer for the tango opera Maria de Buenos Aires.

Lai has been the recipient of numerous awards. In 1995, she was
presented the Badge of Honour by the Queen of England. In
2000, the Government of the Hong Kong Special Administrative
Region presented her the Medal of Honour. Other awards include
Choreographer of the Year from the Hong Kong Artists” Guild
(1990) and the Hong Kong Dance Awards for her choreographic
works (1999, 2000, 2001 and 2008), Outstanding Achievement in
Choreography (2011) and Outstanding Choreographer (2016, 2017 and
2020). In 2002, the Hong Kong Dance Alliance presented Lai with a
Distinguished Achievement Award. She received the Award for Arts
Achievement (Dance) and the Outstanding Contribution in Arts Award
from the Hong Kong Arts Development Council in 2003 in 2015
respectively; an Honorary Fellowship and a Doctorate of the Academy
honoris causa from The Hong Kong Academy for Performing Arts in
July 2004 and in October 2021 respectively.
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A graduate of the Beijing Dance Academy, Xie Yin won the
Outstanding Choreography and Performance Award in the National
Dance Competition. She also won second prize for both choreography
and performance in the Northern China Five Provinces and One
City Dance Competition, and a second prize in the 6th Taoli Cup
Competition (Youth Division).

Xie joined the HKDance as Principal Dancer in 2002, performing
major roles in Qingming Riverside, The Story of Zhou Xuan (as Zhou
Xuan), Red Poppies (as the Chieftain’s wife), Desperately Seeking
Miss Blossom, and Water Margin.

Xie began her choreography career in 2005. She is a two-time Hong
Kong Dance Awards’ winner for her choreography with Yuri Ng and
others for 8/F Platform’s Min Jian Chuan Qi, as well as for Feng
Shui, which she co-choreographed. She was invited by The Hong
Kong Academy for Performing Arts to create And the Thunder Sings
(excerpted from Feng Shui) and by Hong Kong Ballet to choreograph
Lotus (excerpted from 7he Beginning of the End).

In 2014, Xie was promoted to Dance Master of the HKDance,
and became Assistant Artistic Director in 2020. She has served as
Associate Choreographer and Artistic Coordinator for many of the
Company’s large-scale dance dramas, including 7he Legend of Mulan,
Storm Clouds, Chinese Hero.: A Lone Exile, L’Amour Immortel, Lady
White of West Lake, and Nezha: Untold Solitude. She also planned and
curated the Company’s education promotional scheme “Move Within
and Without.”

Xie became an independent artist in 2023, actively working across
various artistic mediums. She has contributed as a choreographer,
performer, and instructor for different groups, including Actors’ Family
and a theatrical meditation production by Tsang Man-tung. In recent
years, she has taken on lead roles in major musicals, portraying Tsui Lo
Hoi in 4 Tale of the Southern Sky and Pan Yu Lin in Pan Yu Lin. She
was a choreographer for Hong Kong Repertory Theatre’s The Story
of K City and HKDance’s Womanhood, as well as a co-choreographer
for Storm Clouds and A Dance of Celestial Rhythms. She has also
been an artistic action researcher for Ho Bit Goon’s project As Flower,
as Water, as Mother. She regularly serves as an overseas adjudicator
for the Macao Inter-School Dance Competition and the Singapore
Youth Festival, and she is also a member of the Hong Kong Dance
Federation’s judging panel.
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Co-Artistic Director of Mobius Strip Theatre.

With over 20 years of experience in theatre and
drumming, Huang was formerly the senior member
of U-Theatre and the drummer of Legend Lin Dance
Theatre. She holds strong faith that "the nature of
drumming lies in depicting the inner landscape
of humanity". She firmly turned to carrying out
ethnographic fieldworks on the age-old drumming
scores. Recipient of the Cloud Gate Wanderer
Project and Lazurite Initiativeas from the Ministry of
Culture, Huang's work spans from the Loess Plateau
to the Ganges River, blending oral traditions with
interdisciplinary drumming. Recently, it has come
to her mind that theatre is not only about the final
presentation of work on stage, the work-in-progress
and the different development phrases are crucial. By
means of environmental theatre and arts initiatives,
Huang has started some inclusive arts projects,
exhibiting, performing and discussing the totality of
arts. Through such practices, she expresses her concern
for the society and full support for the sake of Art for

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Graduated from the Hong Kong Institute of Vocational
Education with a major in Creative Media, Chan is
a freelance professional video designer for theatre,
working across video design, multimedia creative
direction, and visual coordination for stage productions
and cross-disciplinary live performances.

Over many years of dedicated practice in theatre video
design, Chan has continually pushed the boundaries
of conventional narrative, integrating innovative
visual language and multimedia technologies into
theatrical aesthetics. His layered and nuanced visual
compositions create distinctive atmospheres for
different stages and venues. He has maintained long-
term collaborations with a wide range of theatre
companies and arts organisations, including Theatre du
Pif, Theatre Valley, City Chamber Orchestra of Hong
Kong, Shu Ning Presentation Unit, Hong Kong Movie
TV Theatrical Society, DG House, Chung Ying Theatre
Company, Cinematic Theatre, Banana Effect, On & On
Theatre Workshop, iStage, Jumbo Kids Theatre, Fong
Fong Projet d’Art, POP Theatre, City Contemporary
Dance Company, HKDance and Hong Kong Repertory
Theatre.

For Chan, video design is not merely the addition
of visual elements, but an integral part of shaping
the emotional world of the characters and advancing
the stage narrative. He insists that each design must
respond closely to the specific theme and scale of the
production, fusing Eastern and Western aesthetics
with diverse technologies to embody professionalism,
reliability and artistic refinement. Chan committed to
opening up new possibilities for the development of
video design in Hong Kong theatre.

Graduated from The Hong Kong Academy for
Performing Arts in 2000, Hua Chi-yu joined HKDance
in 2001 and was promoted to Principal Dancer in
2019. Hua has performed main and principal roles
in many HKDance productions including Dream
Dances, Desperately Seeking Miss Blossom, Princess
Changping, The Butterfly Lovers, Eagle Companions,
Painted Face, Red Poppies, Lady White of West Lake,
The Moon Opera, Shan Shui: An Ode to Nature, and
Nine Songs. Hua performed the principal role in Red
Poppies at the 8th China Arts Festival in Wuhan, China
and performed at the 2008 and 2012 Hong Kong New
Vision Arts Festival and the 2012 Hong Kong Arts
